SEJ is an intensive 6-week summer leadership development
program of Center on Policy Initiatives for college students
SEJ aims to build stronger capacity for organizing in the San
Diego region
The program runs from June 23 to August 1, 2025
SEJ interns receive trainings from labor and community
leaders throughout San Diego
Interns are placed at sites to gain hands-on organizing
experience for 3-4 days each week
Interns are paid $22/hour
